Although there is but one sovereign 

In England, Scotland and Wales, yet 
there are a number of sovereigns in 
Ireland; that Is to say, personages en­
titled to official designation a s such. 

Few people of Ireland are aware 
that from time Immemorial the princi­
pal municipal dignitary of each of sev­
eral Irish cities and towns, has been 
legally entitled to the s ty le of sover­
eign. That, too, for the past 600 years. 
Thus, King James I. in granting a 
charter to the town of Wexford, or­
dered that the governing body should 
consist of "the sovereign, or chief mag­
istrate ,and 12 burgesses." 

Ancient Charter* Same. 
The charter which Edward III 

granted to the town of Klnsaie in 1333, 
gave: T h e burgesses and commons of 
the town aforesaid, their heirs and Rue 
cessors, full power to choose from 
among themselves an honest man, a 
burgess of the same town, as sovereign 
o< the town; and he shall take the 
oath In the same manner and form as 
in all our sovereigns within our land of 
Ireland." 

In 1307 Edward II sent a mandate to 
the "Sovereign and bailiffs" of Ross, 
in County Wexford, to take charge of 
all the goods and chattels of the broth­
ers Templars in that district, in connec­
tion with the general suppression of 
the order, and the confiscation of their 
property, which was then carried out 
by the kings of England and France 
In concert. 

In 1375 general instructions for the 
regulation of the excise duties were 
sent by King Edward III to the "Sov­
ereigns" of the towns of Kilkenny, 
Thomastown and Ross: and when 
Cromwell was In the south of Ireland 
in 1649, he made his headquarters in 
the house of one Francis Dormer, "sov­
ereign of Ross." 

Newspaper Use. 
The Morning Advertiser of Decem­

ber 20, 1731, contains, among other 
news from Ireland, an official an­
nouncement from Kinsale, to the ef­
fect that "Henry Massy, Esq., our sov­
ereign, has appointed Mr. Charles New­
man, apothecary, to be the chamber-
tain of this corporation, in the place of 
Hawley Dennis, deceased;" and John 
O'Keefe, the actor. In his Recollec­
tions, which appeared in the early por­
tion of the reign of Queen Victoria, de-

the chief magistrate of Belfast 
throughout his year of office is never 
designated by any other title than sov­
ereign. He also states that at the top 
of all his playbills he was obliged to 
Put "By permission of the sovereign of 
Belfast." 

This title has never been abolished 
by law, and although the government 
no longer employs it in its communica­
tions with municipal dignitaries of any-
kind in Ireland, and in many places It 
has fallen Into disuse, yet It still ex- i 
ists. and possibly may be heard of 
once more. If Ulster offers resistance 
to Irish Home Rule—possibly under 
the direction of the sovereign of Bel­
fast. 

Crown Prince Wins Favor. 
Sweden's crown prince, who by the 

by, is a son-in-law of the Duke and 
Duchess of Connaught. has just 
emerged victorious from an encounter 
with the Swedish cabinet, in a manner 
that has won for him a considerable 
amount of popularity among his 
future subjects. 

It seems that some weeks ago Sven 
Hedin. the celebrated Swedish explorer 
of Central Asia, when dining with the j 
officers' mess of the Dal regiment at 
Falun, delivered a speech in which 
he emphasized the necessity for the] 
increase and development of the de- \ 
fenses of the kingdom, referring with-1 
out mentioning any foreign country, 
to the perils by which Sweden waa | 
threatened, and pointing out that 
peace is best maintained by prepar­
ing for war. He also In a most elo­
quent manner portrayed the military-
glories of Sweden's history, or the 
16th. 17th and 18the centuries. 

Although the entertainment in 
question was in no sense a public one, 
the tenor of the speech became known, 
creating an outcry among the anti-
mllltarlsts and Socialists, and resulted 
In the civilian minister of war dis­
patching an order to the command­
ing general of the Falun district, to 
severely reprimand the officers for 
listening to Sven Hedln's speech, 
which the minister condemned, al­
though he knew its tenor only by-
hearsay, and had had no verbatim or 
even detailed report thereof. 

Minister Made Mistake. 
Unfortunately for the minister, he 

had prefixed to his signature of the 
document the words: "By royal com­
mand,** Now it is cxpressely stipulated 
by the constitution that these words 
can only be used In the case of an or­
der of the sovereign determined upon 
tn council, with the latter's consent 
and by his directions. 

The crown prince, therefore. In his 
capacity as regent during the illness 
of his father, called upon the minis­
ter of war to esplaln how he had 
dared to send a message in the name 
of the sovereign, and of the council of 
ministers, which had never been au­
thorized either by himself or by the 
council 

lster of war threatened tc 
resign, which the crown prince in­
formed him that he w a s at perfect lib­
erty to do If he wished, thereupon dis­
missing him from hi* presence. The 
minister Invoked the support of Pre­
mier Staaff. who considered tt neces­
sary to declare that if the head of the 
war department withdrew from the ad­
ministration the entire cabinet would 
have to resign. 

Regent Held Off. 
A* the regent did not want to dis­

turb the convalescence of the king, by 
a change of cabinet and a general elec­
tion, he refrained, wholly on that ac­
count, from accepting the resignation 
of the Staaff cabinet, and from dis­
missing the minister of war. 

But he testied a* regent a public an­
nouncement that the order of the min­
ister of war, reprimanding the officers 
of the Dal regiment had not received 
the royal *anctlon in council, despite 
It* phraseology; while the minister 
himself we* forced by him to Issue In 
his turn a public admisaton that the 
reprimand must not be regarded as a 
governmental net 

Needless to add that the position of 
the cabinet 1* severely shaken by tht* 
episode, and that It* day* are regard­

ed as numbered. Indeed, it is under­
stood Jtbat now the king ia about to 
resume the reins of government on his 
recovery, an appeal will be made to 
the'country, and a general election will 
take place. 

Increased Prince** Prestige. 
Meanwhile the prestige and popular­

ity of the crown prince have enorm­
ously increased throughout the land. 
While the recent illness of King Gus-
tav is to her-regretted. It haa had its 
good s ide , / ln that it has enabled his 
eldest-asjr during his,< the king's) llfe-

time, to obtain a practical experience 
o fthe duties, the labor* and the re­
sponsibilities of sovereignty. King ,_ 
Oustav himself enjoyed similar educa­
tional advantages during the man**'' 
terms of regency which a* filled out , 
during the severe illnesses which perl- | 
odically interrupted the long reign of I 
hi* father. King Oscar, 

King Edward VII came to the throne 
with so little knowledge of t h e actual 
work of ruling the British empire, that 
he m during the fte*t month* of M*.L 
relgnty oblig«d to conatantly refer t»^ 
and consult his youngest sister, Prfn- t *, 
cea* Henry of ilattenberg, who had ! 
been her mother** confidante. f 

In the same way, It may be feared 
that when the German crown prince 
yomes to the throne he will not laewe 
hatf the advantage of having served 
terms of regency during the lifetime of 1 
his father, while the latter was Still 
there to assist him in moment* of oaf-
flculty, with the benefits of hi* long f 
experience as emperor and king.
